Under California Penal Code Sections 933 and 933.05, I am responding to the following findings

and recommendations contained in the 2009-2010 Grand Jury report that pertain to matters under
my control as the Sheriff-Coroner of Solano County.

Finding #1: The Vallejo hazardous materials site is located in a residential neighborhood.
There 1s no informational signage at this site. The California Health and Safety Code,
Chapter 6.95, does not require signage at this type of facility.

Recommendation #1: The City of Vallgjo should continue to adhere to the requirements of
the California Ilealth and Safety Code, Chapter 6.95.
